ENTRY

1. Entry forms and entry fee MUST BE SUBMITTED to KBULG by
Monday 10th November 2014.

Each person is permitted only one entry per category. Receipt of entry
forms will be acknowledged by email.

2. ALL ARTWORK must demonstrate the re-use and recycling of
waste, that would otherwise go to landfill. The “Great Western Wood-
lands” Theme is not compulsory.

3. ALL ENTRIES must include a brief description of the artwork,
as well as a title, possible inspiration and materials used.
This needs only to be brief but needs to be emailed to
admin@kbulg.org.au

4. All ARTWORK must not exceed a size limit of: 2 dimensional
- 2x2M and 3 dimensional 2x2x2m. Weight limit is 40kg (unless
consultation has occurred with the curator).

ENTRY DELIVERY

5. All artwork must be delivered to the Goldfields Arts Centre on the
Monday 10 November between 2pm and 6pm—Ilate entries may
not be accepted.

ALL Artworks must be collected unless sold once the exhibition has
ended on the Date Specified in ENTRY CONDITIONS or the works
become the property of KBULG.

6. The cost and means of transport to the local exhibition are the re-
sponsibility of the entrant.

7. ALL ARTWORK must be safe for public exhibition and be
appropriately packaged for delivery and storage.

8. ALL ARTWORK shall be presented in a condition suitable for imme-
diate exhibition. Artwork on canvas should be stretched and like
framed works, be fitted with secure hanging wires.

9. While all reasonable care will be taken in handling and dealing with
works submitted, the organisers will not be responsible for any loss or
damage incurred to any: of the artworks or materials.

10. All entrants grant permission to the organisers to publish &/or
broadcast the names and photographs of the finalists and the winners
through print and electronic media.

JUDGING

11. The competition will be judged by a panel of independent judges.
All entries accepted for submission will be judged.

12. The winners will be those the judges believe have best satisfied
point 2 of the entry terms.
